The 35th Tokyo International Film Festival moved its main venues to the Hibiya-Ginza-Yurakucho area last year. Once again
this year, the festival venues were greatly expanded to the Marunouchi area including three large cinemas, TOHO Cinemas
Hibiya, Marunouchi TOEI and Marunouchi Piccadilly. The Kurosawa Award returned to TIFF this year after 14 years, with
director Alejandro Gonzalez IAarritu and director Fukada Koji winning the award, while Tokyo Grand Prix/The Governor of
Tokyo Award went to The Beasts. 10 days event concluded with 110,420 admissions, nearly double that of last year.
